English is a funny language; the opposite of down is up, so logically the 
opposite of lock-down, the time when we start to loosen the restrictions, 
should be called lock-up. Time, too, is a slippery concept; it feels like both 
10 months and 10 minutes since the lock-down started, not 10 weeks. So 
what have we learnt in the past 10 weeks – good or bad? 

We’ve learnt that community spirit is alive and kicking and that, when push 
comes to shove, we are willing to go out of their way for people we barely 
know, collecting shopping or prescriptions, making phone calls and having 
concerned conversations in the street (at a social distance, of course). 

We’ve learnt that, given the chance, we all love a street party, especially 
when it celebrates the end of a war few of us can remember. 

We’ve learnt that we appreciate the NHS and are willing to clap for them 
weekly; but that the government, at least, didn’t appreciate NHS workers 
from abroad enough to cancel making them pay for their own healthcare 
needs until public pressure made them do the decent thing. 

We’ve learnt that no government is perfect but that some are less perfect 
than others, and that ours, like our football team, is not as good as we’d like 
them to be. 

We’ve learnt that Donald Trump really does say whatever comes first into 
his head, no matter how stupid, but that, even knowing this, there’s a 
strong possibility the American people will re-elect him in November. 

We’ve learnt that when you make church services available online to watch 
at leisure, twice as many people view them as go to church on a normal 
Sunday outside lock-down.  

We’ve also learnt that many members of the congregations have 
interesting things to say, as the daily reflections have shown. 

Some of the things we’ve learnt in the past 10 weeks have been shocking, 
some pleasing and some unexpected. As restrictions are loosened, I pray 
that we remember both the good and the bad, encourage the good things 
we’ve learnt and fight strenuously against the bad. I pray also that we 
remember that for the elderly, the frail, those with underlying health 
conditions and who are shielding, this time of loosening is not the opposite 
of the lock-down, but a continuation of the lock-up and may continue to be 
so for the next 10 months in reality.

Free dial-a-prayer service 

A free national phoneline was launched last month as a simple new way to 
bring worship and prayer into people’s homes while churches are closed 
because of the coronavirus pandemic. Daily Hope offers music, prayers and 
reflections as well as full worship services at the end of a telephone line. 

The line – which is available 24 hours a day on 0800 804 8044 – has been 
set up particularly with those unable to join online church services during 
the period of restrictions in mind. 

Callers hear a greeting from the Archbishop of Canterbury before being 
able to choose from a range of options, including hymns, prayers, 
reflections and advice on COVID-19. 

A section called Hymn Line offers callers a small selection of hymns, 
updated daily. An option entitled ‘Hymns We Love’ provides a hymn and 
reflection. 
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Leeds Festival 2020 – Thorner residents’ tickets 

Leeds Festival will not be taking place in 2020. The following notice sets 
out the position for Thorner residents who had successfully applied for 
tickets. 

¶ We will be offering refunds for any or all of your tickets. 

¶ Alternatively, if you wish, you can carry tickets forward for the 2021 
Festival. 

¶ You will not be able to change the names on tickets that are carried 
forward. 

¶ You have plenty of time to decide what you wish to do; the deadline is 
31 December 2020. 

Refunds of 2020 tickets 

You have until 31 December 2020 to decide whether you want a refund or 
to carry tickets forward. Refund applications can be made: 

¶ by email to thornercommunityfund@gmail.com 

¶ by post to Wayne Young, 1 Skippon Terrace, Carr Lane, Thorner LS14 
3HA 

For security reasons, other than in exceptional circumstances all refund 
payments will be made by cheque to the lead resident on the application 
form, which will be delivered/posted to the resident’s Thorner address. 

You can apply for refunds for all of your tickets, or for just some of your 
tickets and carry other tickets forward. 

It is important that your refund application (email or letter) contains only 
the following. 

¶ The email subject line should read REFUND. 

¶ The name of the lead resident (usually the first name on the yellow 
form). We will make the cheque payable to this resident. 

¶ The full Thorner address and postcode of the lead resident. 

¶ The names of the ticket users for the tickets you wish to cancel. 

¶ The total amount of the refund you are requesting. 

¶ A contact telephone number. 

Please note, we will not issue acknowledgements of refund requests, and 
it may take up to 30 days to issue your cheque. 

 

Carrying 2020 tickets forward to 2021 

If you wish to carry forward any 2020 tickets to 2021, you do not need to do 
anything. If we haven’t heard from you by 31 December 2020, we will 
automatically carry your tickets forward and you will not need to queue to 
confirm these tickets in 2021. Please don’t write to us to confirm your 
carry-forward request. 

Tickets can only be carried forward with the names recorded at the time of 
the 2020 registration. If the named user can no longer use the ticket, you 
should apply for a refund. 

Sale of 2021 tickets 

Our current intention is to make any spare (returned) tickets available for 
residents to apply for in the usual way in 2021, using all existing rules and 
eligibility criteria. This event is currently scheduled for Sunday 7 March 
2021. How we organise this will, however, be dependent on the number of 
tickets that we have available. We will issue a further update once the 
ticket position is clearer; this is likely to be around January 2021.

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The Archbishopric of York 

Archbishop Sentamu’s term of office as Archbishop of York comes to an 
end this month, and he will be succeeded in July by Stephen Cottrell, 
currently the Bishop of Chelmsford. Archbishop Cottrell will be Primate of 
England. The Archbishop of Canterbury, the more senior of the two, is 
Primate of All England. These two titles – Primate of England and Primate 
of All England, seemingly a rather odd distinction – were adopted  in the 
fourteenth century as part of a solution to a long-running dispute about 
seniority. 

The problem originated with Pope Gregory the Great. When he sent 
Augustine to England as a missionary in 596 AD, Gregory intended that 
there should be an archbishop in London and another in York. Both had 
been prominent ‘headquarter cities’ in Roman times, and no doubt 
Gregory’s choice reflected some continuing memory of this in Rome at the 
end of the sixth century. However, times had changed, and England was 
by now divided into competing small kingdoms. For various reasons, 
Augustine actually established his mission in the kingdom of Kent, which 
did not include London, and set up his cathedral within the walls of the 
old Roman city that served as the Kentish capital. We know it as 
Canterbury; and it is for these historic reasons that in the south we have 
an Archbishop of Canterbury. England became a unified country in the 
mid-tenth century, but this was under the kings of Wessex, whose capital 
was Winchester, and so it remained until London became the capital after 
the Norman Conquest. At that point, it became expedient for the 
archbishops of Canterbury to have a palace near the king: hence Lambeth 
Palace, where archbishops of Canterbury still live, diagonally across the 
Thames from Westminster. In the north, conversion to Christianity took a 
rather different course and it was not until the early 730s that one of the 
bishoprics of the kingdom of Northumbria was raised to the status of an 
archbishopric – the Archbishopric of York. 

But which was senior? Pope Gregory had intended that this would be 
whoever had been in post the longest, so it would vary between 
Canterbury and York depending on patterns of succession. With York not 
becoming an archbishopric until the eighth century, however, that was 
not put into effect, but the archbishops of York never forgot Gregory’s 
intention and they periodically rebelled against being subordinated to 
Canterbury: older, much closer to the seat of power, and in a richer and 
more densely populated part of the country. Matters rumbled on until the 

fourteenth century when Pope Innocent VI decreed that the Archbishop of 
Canterbury should have precedence with the title of Primate of All England, 
and that York should be styled Primate of England. There’s nothing odd 
about ‘Primate’ (‘First’) for an archbishop since he is the ‘first’ within his 
own province. So the Archbishop of York is a Primate of England (that is, a 
Primate within England, being the Primate of the Northern Province). ‘All 
England’, by contrast, signals the supremacy of Canterbury. 

Gregory also intended that the northern and southern provinces should be 
approximately equal in size. They are not, and never have been. The 
northern province has eleven dioceses, plus the diocese of Sodor and Man, 
and the southern province has twenty-nine, plus the diocese of Europe. 
Both archbishops serve as presidents of the General Synod; when the 
General Synod meets in York each July, it is the Archbishop of York who 
takes the chair, while the Archbishop of Canterbury does so when it meets 
in London each February.

The Birds in Your Garden 

Bird song is a wonderful and uplifting sound. OK, too much Green 
Woodpecker, Great Tit or even Cuckoo can drive you bonkers, but … 

It’s a world of different sounds that the majority of people don’t tune in to. 
I’ve been on walks where I’ve commented ‘What a lovely song, but what 
bird is it?’ The response tends to be ‘What song?’ Now, though, being 
relatively confined, many of us have the opportunity to listen without the 
usual background noise of traffic, etc. The good weather helps too. I warn 
you, though, once you do tune in, you’ll stay tuned in! 

First, it’s useful to think about the purpose of birdsong. It is all about 
breeding. Most song is used either to defend a territory or to attract a 
mate, and is a male characteristic. Between now and late summer is when it 
all happens – there is no dawn chorus in winter. 

Before you start delving into sound clips and trying to work out which bird’s 
song you’ve been listening to, it’s helpful to work out whether it’s a song or 
a call; often you need to listen to the right part of the clip to identify the 
bird concerned. Whilst song is all about breeding, calls are used for a 
variety of purposes, such as contact within groups, alarms, or calling to 
offspring. Definitions vary, but songs tend to be complex and melodious, 
whilst calls tend to be simpler; both are often repeated. Perhaps the most 
frequently heard example is the Blackbird. Their fluid and varied song is 
heard all day long, with early morning and late evening the best times to fix 
it in your mind as they tend to be the first and last songsters. Disturb one 
during the day, though, and you will hear a completely different sound – 
their alarm call is a series of staccato squawks, rather indignant sounding, 
as they fly away or warn you off. Another call, much heard at the moment, 
is the sort of clucking they use to round up their fledglings when they have 
left the nest but are still dependant. 

Social species such as Sparrows, Rooks and Goldfinches are among the birds 
you can hear chattering away to each other – these are contact calls. Some, 
such Starlings, are rather soothing, almost a coo, whilst sparrow 



 

communications in particular rise and fall depending on whether they are 
just chatting or getting aggressive. 

Finally, if you hear a song, is there a response? Territories usually abut 
each other, so if one male is proclaiming his ownership, the one(s) next 
door is usually having his say too! 

There are many websites specialising in bird song; www.british-
birdsongs.uk/ is one of the easiest to use. To try it out, click on the link 
and then on the Blackbird. On the page that the link opens, look above 
the picture and you’ll see three tabs: for song, alarm call and flight call. 
Listen in and you’ll hear the difference. 

Next question: when you hear a bird singing, how do you set about 
working out what it is? A repetitive single note could be a Great Tit 
(supposedly Teacher, teacher); a complex song which rises at the end 
could be a Chaffinch. A varied high-pitched song could be a Robin (no two 
phrases are the same) or maybe a Wren if it is even higher pitched. 

On the assumption that you’ll be in your garden when you first tune in, 
the 10 most reported garden birds in the GBW survey are: 

•   Blue Tit •   Dunnock 

•   Woodpigeon •   House Sparrow 

•   Blackbird •   Goldfinch 

•   Robin •   Magpie 

•   Great Tit •   Collared Dove 

Start there and see how you get on.

Growing spiritually despite limited freedoms 

Personal spiritual growth can flourish despite limited personal freedoms if 
we learn from aspects of monastic practices, suggests Diocesan Prayer and 
Spirituality Co-ordinator Revd Canon Paul Maybury. Addressing the physical 
confinement and limitations experienced by so many at this time, he writes: 

‘If, like monks and nuns, we can see our new restrictions as a gift to us, then 
perhaps something of the rhythm of the monastery might be nurturing to 
us. 

‘In this new time, Christians around the world are finding the rich stream of 
monasticism to be a helpful resource to keep personal prayer and 
spirituality alive in the home. 

‘Monks and nuns give up their freedoms to devote themselves to Christian 
Community and in that Christian Community to a life of Service and Prayer. 

‘Their experience is that in the giving up of freedoms they receive back, in 
return, much more than they gave up.” 

Canon Paul said it was not necessary to adhere to set rules in order to 
receive benefit. 

‘We may not want to set aside seven times each day to pray, as many 
monks and nuns do, but perhaps we might choose to punctuate our days 
with short periods of intentional prayer. 

‘Prayer that may not involve many words. Prayer that may involve reading 
the Bible and listening to what God might be saying to us. 

‘Monks and nuns do this in their chapels and we can each do it in our own 
particular space where we expect to meet with God - maybe a particular 
room or a particular chair. “Maybe with a candle. Maybe with a notebook 
to write down what God is saying to you. Maybe with music. Maybe in 
silence. 

‘Not necessarily for more than a few moments to begin with but maybe 
naturally getting longer as you become more relaxed and comfortable.” 

Canon Paul said there are plenty of resources available on the diocesan 
website and Digital Learning Platform (DLP).
